Fee Structure 

Fees are divided into three categories: 

 Concession* 

 Standard* 

 Full Fee* 

*Preston Neighbourhood House receives funding from various sources which enables us to offer a range of 
concessions.  

Not all courses have a concession available to them. Please check in The Program to see which courses do have 

concession places. 

 

Concession Fee 

This fee applies if an applicant holds one or more of the following concession cards: 

 Commonwealth Health Care Card 

 Pensioner Concession Card 

 Veteranõs Gold Card 

Concession places also apply to the dependant spouse or dependent child of Commonwealth Health Care Card or Pensioner Concession 

Card holders. 

Standard Fee 

This fee applies to selected courses and limited places where an applicant does not hold one of the above 

concession cards, and is: 

 an Australian citizen, 

 an Australian Permanent Resident, 

 a holder of a special category Visa (sub-class 444, New Zealand citizen), 

 an East Timorese asylum seeker, or 

 a holder of a Temporary Protection Visa. 

Full Fee 

This fee applies if an applicant does not fit into either of the above categories. 

 

Other Government grants 

Commonwealth Government Productivity Places Program 

Please ask at the office for information about this program. 

Returning to earning 

The Victorian Government has a number of grants available to assist parents planning to return to the workforce 

through training. Ask at the office for information. 
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Frequently Asked Questions 

 

I canõt pay my fees on time. What can I do? 

If you experience difficulty with payment of fees please contact the Program Co ordinator. 

 

Do I have to pay all my fees at once? 

No. You can apply to pay your fees in installments. Please ask for a payment plan when enrolling.  

 

What do Course Fees cover? 

Course fees cover tuition, materials, excursions and amenities. In some cases, fees may also

What is NOT covered by Course Fees? 

For some accredited courses, there are required texts which may not be covered in the course Fees. Students should 

ask about extra costs at the point of enrolment. 

 

Are all the materials covered by my fees? 

Some courses require a fee to cover the cost of materials used. The course coordinator will provide details of these 

costs together with other relevant information. 

 

Is my Seniors card a valid concession card?
